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Any one who has lived in Texas for 

any length of Ɵme knows that the 

weather can change quickly from 

beauƟful sunshine to severe 

thunderstorms that can cause 

flooding.   

 

Here are some important flash 

flood safety Ɵps: 

 Get out of areas subject to 

flooding, like dips, low spots, 

canyons, washes, etc. 

 Avoid already flooded and 

high‐

velocity 

flow 

areas—

don’t 

aƩempt to 

cross a 

flowing 

stream. 

 Never drive through flooded 

roadways in case the roadbed 

is no longer intact. 

 If your vehicle stalls, leave it 

immediately and seek higher 

ground. 

 Be cauƟous at night when it is 

harder to recognize flood 

dangers. 

 Don’t camp or park your 

vehicle along streams and 

washes, parƟcularly during 

threatening condiƟons. 

 

You may wonder what is the 

difference between a flood watch 

and a flood warning issued by the 

NaƟonal Weather Service.   When 

a flash flood warning is issued, it is 

a call to take acƟon!  It is issued 

when a flash flood is imminent or 

occurring.  If you are in a flood 

prone area, move immediately to 

high ground.   

 

A flash flood is a sudden, violent 

flood that can take from minutes 

to hours to develop.  It is even 

possible to experience a flash flood 

in areas not immediately receiving 

rain.  

 

A flood warning is issued when the 

hazardous weather event is 

imminent or already happening.   

  

A flood watch is issued when 

condiƟons are favorable for a 

specific 

hazardous 

weather event 

to occur. A flood 

watch is issued 

when condiƟons 

are favorable for 

flooding.  It does 

not mean 

flooding will occur, but it is 

possible. 

 

A flood advisory is issued when a 

specific weather event that is 

forecast to occur may become a 

nuisance.  It is issued when 

flooding is not expected to be bad 

enough to issue a warning.  

However, it may cause significant 

inconvenience, and if cauƟon is 

not exercised, it could lead to 

situaƟons that may threaten life 

and/or property.
